The work tables for each school are
included as part of the Executive Summary to meet the requirement to demonstrate the "prioritized work necessary to
maintain each facility in good working order."

This Five Year Plan was prepared at the direction of the Board of Education under the guidance of the District Staff and
with the assistance of the Building Staff (and as noted on the report cover). Report preparation and inspections were
performed by Kaeyer, Garment & Davidson Architects, PC, (KG&D) and consultant OLA Consulting Engineers (MEP).

Building Listing and Review:

The District Schools currently consist of seven main buildings: Roaring Brook Elementary School, Grafflin Elementary
School, Westorchard Elementary School, Bell Middle School, Seven Bridges Middle School, and Horace Greeley High
School. There is also a District Administration Building and a Polebarn to house the operations of the district Facilities
department.
